The Role

• Installation of height safety equipment.  

• General workshop duties, including maintaining a clean workshop.  

• Maintaining records in testing and ERP software.

• Willing to undergo a pre-employment medical, including drug and alcohol screening, 

and additional post-employment assessment and testing (which may be required by 

clients to access their sites).  



• Willing to do overnight travel when required, (once suitably qualified and trained).  

• The legal right to work in Australia on a full time, permanent basis.

• Experience working with, manufacturing, inspecting, or testing rigging and lifting 

systems, height safety equipment or cranes.  

• High-Risk Work Licences, including Forklift, Dogging and Basic Rigging, and 

Elevated Work Platform.  

• A current first aid certificate.
