The Role

A snapshot of the role includes:  

• Assembly, inspection, testing, service, and installation of hoisting and rigging systems 
and height safety equipment.  

• General workshop duties, including maintaining a clean workshop.  
• Maintaining records in testing and ERP software.

• Experience working with, manufacturing, inspecting, or testing rigging and lifting 
systems, height safety equipment or cranes.  

• High-Risk Work Licences, including Forklift, Dogging and Basic Rigging, and Elevated 
Work Platform.  

• A current first aid certificate.
